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Abstract: This paper provides an overview of developments and challenges facing the Canadian agriculture and food sector and how policy has evolved as a result. It begins with a brief overview of the sector, followed by some of the major challenges facing the sector that have and continue to influence agriculture and food policy development in Canada.  It then discusses the elements of the current Agricultural Policy Framework, provides information on some of its achievements and lessons learned over the past 4 years.  The presentation concludes with an introduction to the elements of the next agriculture and agri-food policy framework: Growing Forward, which are in response to some of the lessons learned from the previous framework as well as addressing the new challenges the sector faces.
